Alonso S. Perales (1898-1960) was one of the first
Mexican Americans to practice law in the United
States and one of the co-founders of the civil
rights group, the League of United Latin American
Citizens (LULAC). Perales was very dedicated to
civil rights for Mexican Americans and urged
people to publicly share experiences of racism as
well as the names and addresses of business
where they were refused service.
