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CHAPTER I
INTRODUCTION

A. Statement of the Problem

The purpose of this study is to prepare an abstract
of each thesis in the [leld of adminlstrative education
which has been filed in the Southwest Texas State Teachers
College Library from the years 1938 to 1948,

B. The Need for the Study

There are several needs for this study. They are as
follows:

1. These abstracts can be used by instructors in
administrative educatlon and other academic courses.

2. BStudents can use these abstracts In administrative
education as references to problems that arise in under-
graduate work and after leaving school.

3., Many students in Southwest Texas State Teachers
College are now ready to begin work on thelr Masters Theses
in administrative education. To those seeking a problem for
their theses, the abstracts done in this study should prove
to be of assistance. The abstracts will save the student
time in checking through the titles and contents of the
theses already prepared at this college in the field of



administrative education and will show where there 1s a
definite need for research.

. Some valuable information ls presented in these
theses, and by the use of these abstracts a student will be
able to determine quickly which theses have a bearing on
his subject.

5. This thesis will give the present writér and its
readers an over-all view of the fleld of administration

rather than fogus attention on one problem.
C. Procedure

The theses in administration education in ths
Southwest Texas State Teachers College Library were used
to prepare abstracts of the work done in this fleld. The
dates of each thesls follow the titles in parentheses.

The technigue used in the preparation of this thesis was
the same ag that of James A, Littleton, lM.A., who did
identical work in the field of Physical Education in 1949.

D. Limitations

This study is limited to all theses in the field of
administrative education on file in the Southwest Texas
State Teachers College Library from 1938 to 19LE.

The catalog of theses in all fields which is kept in

the Library of Southwest Texas State Teachers College was



studied. Only titles and authors are given in this catalog,
and the present writer had to determine to the best of his
ability which theses were related to the fleld of
administration. All theses which seemed to have even
guestionable relationship to this fiel@ were studled. The
present writer has retained several theses In this sudy
which do not have a direct bearing on hls fileld, but which,

in his opinion, contain valuable if not essential information

for the administrsior.



CHAPTER II
THE ABSTRACTS

ADAMS, CATHERINE SIMPSON

ATTITUDE OF TIE CLASSROOM TEACHERS TOWARD TIIE PARENT-

TEACHER ASSOCIATION (AUGUST, 1939)

A. DProblem
The problem of thils study was to discover the
real attitude of teachers with respect to the
Parent-Teacher Assoclation.

B. Method of Procedure
An attltude scale concerning all phases of the
Parent~Teacher Assoclation was placed in the
hands of 520 classroom teachers chosen at
random from the ranks of the professlon.
Instructions were given as to how the socale
should be marked. Results were tabulated In
a serles of tables and chartbs,

C. Limitations
This thesis was limited te the opinions of the
528 classroom teachers who were glven the
attlitude scale mentioned above., Also, the
author did not attempt to analyze the reaction
of the teachers but merely stated what she
found their opinions to be.

Mindings

This study revealed that as a whole the teachers
gulzzed held a favorable attitude toward the
Parent-Teacher Assoclation. The writer also
found that this interest increases with the in-

creaging years of teachera'! experiences.

A¥RIDGE, RUFUS WAYNE

A COMPARISON OF THE COST OF OPERATION ON A PER~PUPIL-

PER~-MONTIH BASIS FOR THE DIFFERENT TYPES OF HIGH

SCHOOLS IN PALLS COUNTY, TEXAS (AUGUST, 1940)

A.

Problem

The purpose of this research was %o set forth
in a comparative way some of the facts concerning
the per-pupil cost of operation In the different
types of high school organizations in Falls
County, Texas, This was also to show whether
small rural scghools are worth what they coat to
rural communlities in taxes.

Method of Procedure

All schools of Falls County that offered as
much as two years of hlgh school training

were studied., Information in this thesis
came'from data on flle in the County
Superintendent's office, especlally the

annual reports of the principals and the



school budgets; independent sechool distriet

data on file in the superintendent's office

and the school budgets; the Texas Almanac

and Industrial Gulde; inspectlon tours of the

sechoolg; and srticles from books, magazines,

and pamphlets.

Limitations

Only one school in [falls County at that time

kept separate records for the high school and

elementary school. The only expense record
kept by the cormmon school districts was the
one kept by the County Superintendent. Also,
difference in salary schedules, curriculum
and teachers dolng work both In elementary
and high school made thils study dlfficult.

Findings

The following ltems were found by thls writer

to be true:

1. Twelve of the non-affiliated schools had an
elght-month term, flve of them had a nine-
month term, and one of them had a six-
month term.

2. The non~afflliated high schools had twenty-
two teachers teaching 282 students in
average dally attendance. Elght ol these



.teachers devoted part of thelr time to

the elementary school. The affiliated

high schools had 4O teachers teaching 878
students in average dally attendance.

The average daily attendance teacher-pupil
ratio in the non-affiliated high schools
was approximately twenty-two.

The average per-pupll-per-month cost for
instruectional expense was $9.41 in the
non~affiliated high schools. The average
cost of the affillated high schools on the
same basis was $6.65 or #2.76 per-student-
per-month cheaper for Instructional service
than the average non-afflliated high school.
The average per-pupll-per-month coat for
current expense in the non-afflliated high
schools was 311.00. The average cost of
the affiliated high sechools on the same
basis was $,9.78 or $1.22 cheaper per-pupil-~
per-month than the average non-affiliated

high school.

In this study of the cost of operation on a per-

pupll basgis several trends were noted:

1.

There 1s no delinite relationship between

the average dally attendance and the cost



2.

per~pupll.

The number of teachers alone 1s not a
reliable indication of per-pupll costs.

The very small schools spend more per-
pupil but have the ability to raise the
amount.

The teacher-pupll ratlio and the cost per-
pupil is falrly constant. The teacher with
the lowest teacher~pupll ratio had by far
the highest cost, while the highest teachser-
pupll ratlo had the lowest cost.

In general the school with the hilghest
asseased valuation back of each pupil spent
more per-pupll-per~month.,

When the median cost of each group was con-
sidered, the cost per~pupill increased as

the average dally attendance decreased.

ALLENSON, FRANK WILLIAM

THE FORMULATION OF A PLAN FOR APPORTIONWENT O TIE

AVAILABLE SCHOOL FUNDS IN TEXAS AND A COMPARISON

WITH PLAN IN USE AT THI PRESENT TIME (MAY, 1939)

A. The purpose of this study was to bring to the

attention of educators and others interested in

public education in Texas certain criticisms

concerning the then present method of



apportionment of state funds for the support

of clementary and secondary education in Texas.
The author attempted to tell if there was a
basis for the critlicisms, what the basle
principles for the apporticnment of similar
funds in other states which are recognized as
leaders from the standpoint of education are,
and whether or not aisimilar plan for apportion-
ment of state school funds might be formulated
in Texas.

Method of Procedure

Data were ccllected concerning Texas schools
from the Texas Jtate Department of REducation,
Divislon of Information, Statistics and Account-
ing, from manuscript for bulletins, which have
since been published, and other records whioch
are on flle such as annual reports of super-
intendents and census enumerators. Twenty
representative counties and one hundred
representative Independent school districts

were selected to show how the plan suggested

by the author would compare with the plan for
apportionment which was then in use.

Limitations

The author stated in his thesls that he felt that
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a problem of this scope was clearly beyond the
scope of one individual., Any plan set forth

by one person would have some defects, In this
study 1t was impossible to disclose all of the
facts pertinent to state support of public
education. The author hoped that this study
might be instrumental in causing others to make
studies of thls problem and apply thelr knowledge
toward a solutlon.

Pindings

The author states that Texas no longer has the
excuse [lor backwardness In lts educational
program because it has a dual system of education
for white and colored population. Others are
prone to excuse the low attendance where the
population 1s composed largely of Mexlecans by
the fact that there are many parochial schools
influencing this factor. This argument may be
plausible Iin a few localitlies but will not stand
close serutiny when entire sectlons of the atate
are involved. Pallure to educate children of
Mexlcan famillies 1ls ocontrary to the basle prin-
clples of American democracy. A plan for
apportionment of funds based on attendance would,
in all probability, do much to remedy this
sltuation. The author alsc felt that larger
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administrative units would make for more

efficilency 1n the school program.

ARNOLD, IFRaNK

THE PER-PUPIL COST OF VISUAL EDUCATION

(AUGUST, 1940)

A. Problem
The problem of this thesls was to show what
the per-pupll cost of visual instruction
is in the public schools and also to show
that all schoolg can afford to have a visual
alds program.

B. Method of Procedure
The author gathered materlal for thls thesis
through research and also made a study of San
Antonio Publlic schools in order to find the
answer %0 the problem in this thesis.

C« Limitations
Tt is impozslble to give an exaect per-pupil
c¢ost besause the amount varles with the size
of the achool and the extent to which the
visual alds program is conducted; however,
an approximate cost was derived [rom the study
of some schools which have extenslve visual
alds programs. This study was also confined
to the use of the 16 mm. silent and sound

pro jector.



Findings

This study estimated that for one per cent
increase in the per-pupil cost for general
instruction, to be spent on visual education,
the pupllts learning can be Iincreased by
approximately thirty per cent., This and
other studies Indicate that teachers and
adminigtrators are passing up a good
opportunity to Inecrease the efficiency of
instruction if they do not avail themselves
and their puplls with modern visual alds,

many of which are free.

BAKER, SLOAN

A STUDY OF THE TREND IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE

GUIDANCE PROGRAM (AUGUST, 1941)

:

Problem

The problem of this thesis was to study the
trend in the development of the guidance
program in sixteen foreign countries and in
the United States.

Method of Procedure

Books, magazlnes, and articles were surveyed
to find the historical background, the scope

of guidance, the nature of the development and

the development of guidance in foreign countries
and in the United States.

C. Limitstions
This study is concerned only with the guldance
prhage of education.

D. Pindings
In his summary the author expressed the opinion
that the documentary evidence contained in this
paper attests to the fact that all over the
world the quesgtion of vocational guldance for
the youth has not been entirely neglected, and
that the preparation for thé emergency which
then existed (1941) had sufficlently met the
nesed. The change from & strlct vocatlonal
guldance as indicated In the beglnning of thils
study to the broadening point of view "that all
education is guidance" as accepted today was
considered by the author to be heartening and
forward-looking, ag it would remain safe through
the crisis when the complete emotlonally-
developed individual is again restored to his

proper place in soclety. .

WHAT THE SCHOOLS CAN CONTRIBUTE TO THE COMMUNITY
(AUGUST, 1940)

that the school of today play a most dynamic
role in the community if it expects to command
the regspect and interest of the community.
Method of Procedure

The author used her own ldeas and those of
other writers whom she studied to determine the
role the school should play in the community.
Limitations

This thesis was ccncerned only with the school
end its relationship to the community.

Findings

As a result of this study, the suthor concluded
that a cormunity school (one in which children
experlence the feelling that what they are doing
has actual community significance) is the best
method of teaching thus far found. Some
excellent channels for school-community
activities which will draw the school and the
community closer together are open swimming
pools, gymnasiums, libraries, school exhibits,
Boy Seouts, Girl Scouts, Parent-Teacher
Assoclatlion, and clubs of various kinds.

Administrators should make studies of thelr

communities and discover ways the community

and the school may be brought closer together.

Problem

The purpose of this study was to show how the
gap in reading that has given the city
population the edge over the rural folk

has been partially closed by such things as
the Bookmobile.

Method of Procedure

A history of the Bookmobile and how it had
increased reading in Bexar during its four-
year exlstence was presented in this thesls.
Limitatlons

This study is limited to Bexar County and to
the advantages of the Bookmoblle. It does not
concern itself with Loan Libraries and other
means of getiing books to rural people.
Findings

The author has stated that country people will

read as much as ciby pecple il given the chance.

The problem of how to get them books has bheen

gsolved in Bexar County by the purchase of a

15
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specially maede Bookmobile which 1s a 1llbrary

on wheels which works out of the County Library.
Interest in reading increased so much 1ln Bexar
County that after three years'!' service another
bookmobile was added. It also goes to small
schools with inadequate faclllitles.

(AUGUST, 1941)

Problenm

The problem in this study was to learn all that

could be learned about the cause and cure of

stuttering and to classlfy the types of

stuttérers in order to distinguish those cases

which are legitimate problems for public

schools from those which require professional

treatment.

Method of Procedure

1. Literature concerning the cause and cure of
stuttering was surveyed. |

2. Fourteen logal (San Antonio) case histories
were compiled,

3. A ocheck-list was developed for parents and
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teachers of these fourteen students to
i1l out.

li. Recommendatlons were made concerning the
treatment of loecal cases in the light of
information gained from the research made
in the field.

Limitations

The cases presented in this study were all found

in the elementary and secondary schools of San

Antonio, Texas. It is presentea from the point

of view of the elementary classroom teacher.

Pindings

In the author's prelimlnary findings on what

others had found, 1t was stated that the teacher

should deal only with those students who, while
suffering from some emotional unbalance or
social inadequady, are not sufflclently deviated
from the normal to be elther neurotic or
psychotie, The cure does not lie in the pupilt's
speech but rather in helping him to become well-
adjusted to gll hig life situations.

In the author'!s own specific study, she found

that there are more male stutterers than female.

Illness in childhood seems not to be a cause of

stuttering in most cases. The author found the
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cases in san Antonio whieh she studied to

have a high correlation with the theories
presented by experts in the fleld. The

chief difficulty with most stutterers seems

to be psychological. Broken homes, poor
economlic conditions, neglect, shock, emotional
maladjustment, and lack of self apprecilaticn
geem to outweigh the physiological causes

shown in the study.

BOUNDS, RICHMOND J.

A STUDY OF THE PER~PUPIL COST OF TRANSPORTING

CHILDREN

(AUGUST, 1942)

A. Problem
The problem involved in thils study was to find
the average cost of transporting a school child,
gix Lo seventeen years of age inclusive, who
lived more than two and one-half miles from
school and who lived within a school distriet
recelving transportation aid, in Leon County,
during the school year 194,0-1Gl1.

B. Hethod of Procedure
Most of the data used in this study were taken
from the county superintendent's files. How~

ever, all information concerning expendltures
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in independent school districts was secured
by meana of a questlonnaire, a copy of which
was included in the appendix of this thesiss
This questiomnaire was completed by the
superintendent of each independent school

distriet in the county.

Limitations

This study is limited to the coast of transporting
sgchool ghildren of Leon Counbty for the year
1G40-1G41.

A FINANCIAL SURVEY OF THE LULING PUBLIC SCHOOLS

(AUGUST, 1940)

A.

Problem

The purpose of thilis study was to ascertaln the
financial condition of the Luling Public School
and compare 1t with that ol other schools.

Method of Procedure

Most of the data used in thils thesls were secured
from the primary scurces such as records from fire
insurance offices, letters om rile in the City
Secretary's office, information in the tax
collector's office, old reports of btreasurers,
ete. The schools chosen for comparative pur-
poses were Taylor, Seguln, Gonzales, New
Braunfels, Bastrop, Lockhart, Llano, and Granger.
The budget from each school was obtained and
studied. Superintendent's reports were also

used which gave‘many types of useful information.
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Limitations

This study is limited to a financial survey
of the Lullng schools in comparison to a few
schools of approximately the same size and in
the same district.

Findings

The findings from the data collected and

tabulated for this study indicated:

1.

The pupll wealth and income of the Luling
District was decreasing. The total income
per scholastic in 1927 was $47. The income
for each scholastie in 1939 was $40.80.

This would indicate that the distriliects
ability to maintain a school was decreasing
under the then present tax value.

The per caplta income from the state
apportionment almost doubled during the
period studied. The per capita wealth was
$443 In 192l and in 1939 it was 523.

The bonded debt for school purposes compared
with other indebtedness in the school district
was one-slxth. Approximately the same ratio
of the tax dollar went to the school,

The value of property when rendered for

school purposes was 10.8 per cent lower than
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when it was rendered for city taxes.

5. There was a wide range of assessed valuation
on town property. The larger the property,
the smaller the per cent for which it was
rendered.

6. The true and full value of all property in
the district was $20,931,61l. The assessed
value for school purposes was $3,369,990,

7. If falrly appraised, there was adequate
rroperty within the district for tax
purposes.

In comparing the Luling school with nine octher

schools, the author found:

1, Luling's effort and abllity to maintain a
school was above the average, as indicated
by these findings:

a» The curriculum of the Luling school was
broad, ranking third in the group
studied. ‘

b. A large percentage of the total
expenditures of the Luling school went
to instructlonal service; yet the
average salary pald the high school
teacher was very low. The author
stated that thls condition would

continue to affect teacher tenure.
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2. Distribution of 1tems of the budget of the

;en gchools:

2. The average percentage spent for each
item of the budget compared with the
average of the schocls of Texas showed
a high correlation.

b. The amount which the Luling school spent
for general control, fixed charges, and
capltal outlay was considerably lower
than the average for other schools.

¢, The percentage which went to instructlional
service, maintenance of the school plant,
and guxlliary sgencles was considerably

higher than the average for other schools,

BURKHOLDER, HELEN
AN ANALYSIS AND EVALUATION OF THE TEXAS COURSE OF
STUDY FOR YLARS ONE THROUGH THREE IN TERMS OF

TEACHER ACTIVITIES
(ATGUST, 1939)
A. Problem
The problem undertaken in this study was to

evaluate the Course of Study for Years One

Through Three, Bulletin Number 391, prepared

by the Texas Department of Education and

published in November, 1938, It was analyzed
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in order to ascertain what activities are

exprésaly proposed therein for teachers of the

primary grades.

Method of Procedure

After the bulletin was analyzed, a check~list

ineluding all of these activities was formulated.

The data obtained through the checking of these

lists by primary teachers in actual service were

gtudied in an endeavor to discover the answers
to several gquestions wvital to all who are
interested in the advancement of education at

the primary level in Texas. These questions were:

l. To what extent were the activities set forth
in this course of study actually being carried
out in the public schools of Texas at that
time?

2. What was the relative frequency with which
the various activities were practiced by
teachers?

3. What was the relative Importance attached to
the various activities by the teachers?

Limitations

The author found it advisable to base the

evaluation of this course of study on one

particular phase or point of view ~- that of

teachers! activlities suggested.
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Findings

All of the two hundred activitles suggested In the
course of study and included on the check-list
were to some extent used by primary teachers,
while the activitles as a whole were used with a
high degree ol frequency and were also con-
sldered very Iimportant. Third grade teachers
consldered the activities more important than
first grade teachers. Activities concerning
development of charscter traits and the teaching
of tool subjects were considered more important
than art activities, ete. BSome teachers were not
able to carry out these activitles because of the

lack of the neceassary tralining or equlpment.

CARBNER, AKNE

TRENDS IN Tif TREATMENT AND PREVENTION OF JUVENILE

DELINQUENCY IN SAN ANTONIC (AUGUST, 1940)

A

Be

Problem

This study was undertaken for the purpose of
ascertaining the trends of social service
organizations in San Antonio to formulate
programs for the prevention and treatment of
juvenile delinguency.

Method of Procedure

An effort was made to learn the strong and the



weak points in the activities of these various
soclal service agencies and to determine, if
possible, what objectives they had in mind
while drafting their programs, and i1f they
were Jjustifying their existence. Most of the
informetion for this study was obtained by
personal Interviews, visits, and observations.

Limitatlons

This report was limited to the tendency in San

Antonio to overcome the lack of an intelligent

social consclousneas on the part of the general

public in trying te solve one of its greatest
challenges -~ juvenile delinqguency.

Findings

1. The Boys! Club of San Antonio made ltself a
most important factor In decreasing the
number of chlldren brought before the
juvenile court.

2. The Moonglow Club is an excellent example
of how an anti-social group was converted
Into a constructive force in a district
where dellnquency flourished.

3+ The San Antonlc Social Welfare Bureau's
greatest contribution to child welfare was

thelr work with delinguent parents.

30
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i« The Recreation Department of the City of
San Antonlo had an extensive and fine activity
program, but facts proving it had reduced
erime were not avallable.

S. Observation showed that the schools were the
most maligned agencies because no statistical
records of adJustments were kept. Observation
also revealed that the schools were great forces
in the reduction of delinquency.

6. The churches and boys' and girls! organi-
zations performed valuable services, but
the extent was not known. No facts were

avallable.

HUGH ALLON

AN ADMINISTRATIVE SURVEY AND PROPOSED REORGANIZATION

OF THE SCHOOL IN PARKER COUNTY, TEXAS (AUGUST, 19L1)

A

Problem

This administrative survey of the schools of
Parker County Ilncluded a brief pioture of the
general population trends of the county and
also facts concerning the trends of scholastiec
population, the geographlical condition, the
types of schools, location of schools, the
teacher~pupil load in wvarious schools, the

teacher personnel, the curriculum, the length
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of term, school finance, ete. The second phase
of the problem was the projection of a plan
that would more evenly distribute the sdu-
cational opportunities and give the youth
better training with a reasonable expenditure.
Method of Progedure

Data concerning all the schools of Parker County
were gathered and presented In tables, for the
purpose of Iinterpreting many administrative and
educational inequalities. For such data the
County Superintendent was consulted and access
was secured to hls office files. Records from
the flles in the offlces of the Ilndependent
school districts were llkewise secured. In-
formation was also gathered from the Counby
Agricultural Agent, the Chamber of Commerce at
Weatherford, the County Agricultural Adjustment
Administration, and the {iles of The Texas
Almansc and State Industrial Gulde. The factis

secured from the sources listed in the preceding
sentences were supplemented by inflormation
obtalned through conversation with wvarious loeal
school officlals and teachers In the county.
Limitations

This thesls was limited to a plan of reorganization
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that would render the administrative program of
the schools of Parker County more elficient.
Pindings

The chief merits of the proposed plan lay in the
fact that better equipped libraries and
laboratories would have been avallable; that

an enriched curriculum would have been provided,
especially in the vocational flelds; that extra-
curricular actlvities were more adequately
provided for; that a nine-month term would be
avalilable for sll pupils alike; and finally,
that the better tralined and more competent
teachers, with morec adequate salaries and
greater security of tenure, were avallable for
all the schools of Parker County under the plan

rresented in this thesils,

RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION IN MODERN PUBLIC SCHOOL

WDUCATION (AUGUST, 1940)

A.

Be

Problem

The purpose of this study was to determine
whether or not religious Iinstruction should
be Included in modern public school education.

Method of Procedure
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The author gathered material for this thesls

through research and also by personal conbtacts

wlith pastors over a period of two years.

Limitations

This thesls was conscerned only with the school

and its relationship with religion,

Pindings

1.

Religious instruction 1is properly a part of
the complete educatlve experience.

Rellgious instruction should be provided in
cooperation with the church. At present, at
least, religious instructors should be pald
by the church.

The publie school should be the agent in
providing religious instructlion because of
the larger number that would be reached as
compared to those now being reached by a
divided church,

Credit should be given for religious
ingtruction on the baslis that 1s given for
any other work done in the school.

The equipment provided for secular education
should be avallable for religious instruction
to all religious denominatlons.

The standard of instruction for religious



subjects should be the same as that reguired
for other types of Instructlon.

7. Interdenominational cocperation 1s not only
desirable but ls necessary to the most
effective planning for religilous Instruction
in the publilc schools.

8. At present programs for the ineclusion of
religious instruction in the public school
system should be worked out for each
community by a local committee. Reglonal
and natlional programs should waltb.

9. A union of %he major denominations would tend
to elinminate the objection of inclusion of
religious instrustion in public schools.

10. The church should not surrender the
responsibility of rellglious instruction
entlirely to the public schools.

11. Effort should be made through conferences and
otherwise to reach an understanding as to the
distinetion between teaching religion and

teaching sectarianism.

COCKRELL, MRS. DOYLE VIRGINIA (THRAILKILL)
THE ASSEMBLY AS A COORDINATING AGENT IN TIE JUNIOR
HIGH SCHOOL (AUGUST, 1939)
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Problem

The problem in this study was to demonstrate

the assembly aotivities of the Speech Arts
teacher as a wvaluable coordinating factor in

the Junior High 8School.

Method of Procedure

The matorials for this paper were collected from
books, magagines, and bulletlns, reports, hand-
books, texts, school programs, and other sources
considered reliable in the fleld of education.
Textbooks, lesson plans, maps, manuals, courses
of study, school plays, magazine articles, and
original contributions were used in the series
of programs prepared and presented throughout
the term on whieh this thesis is written. In
the dialogue, costuming, scenery, lighting,
music, dances, and other feabtures of these
assemblies, efforts were made %o utilize as
meny facllities as possible of the various
departments of the school.

Limitations

The scope of expsrimentation for the problem was
confined to one Junlor High School with an
enrollment of some filfteen hundred children.

Pindings
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The asserbly 1s capable of utilizing the
activities of nearly all Junior High School
activities as a basis for programs, some
naturally lending themselves to exploitation
better than others. With very little effort

on any one teacher's part, through the work

of the speech teacher's deparitment, a
correlation of from five to twelve activities

" can be achieved. No single teacher could
posgibly coordinate more than three or four
subjects without a serious disturbance of
routine and a loss of thorough grounding in

her special subject: yet in the assembly five
to twelve subjJects may be correlated, and an
Integral effect achieved with little deviation
from routine work. The Library, the Inglish
Department, and the Social Sclences were found
to be the best bases for developing unity of
interest and activities. The experiments under-
taken in this thesls proved very suceessful in
the way in which several departments were drawn
together in the preparation of each assembly and
in the awakened interest of classroom teachers
to the possibilities of wide correlstion of

activities and subject matter,
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COMMANDER, ROSA AUGUSTA

ATTENDANCE AND PROCRESS PACTORS IN TEST NORMS
(AUGUST, 1937)

A

Problem

The maln problem in this investigation was to
make a critical study of the influence on
educational test norms of the important

variable of (1) the percentage of acholastlecs

in average dally attendance, or the ratio
between the number of scholastles on the

censug roll and the actual number who are in
average dally attendance, and (2) the age-grade
status of a school, or the smount of retardation
or acceleration,

Method of Trocedure

In submitting the test scores used in this study,
thirty~-three small independent school districts
scattered throughout the State of Texas were
provided wlth a form which called for dig-
tributions of the scores made by its students

on each of the nine divisions of the New-South
Achlievement Tests as well as a distribution of
the total average scores. The first step In the
asctual treatment of the data was to determine

the reasn and standerd deviation for each of the
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thirty-three schools. The next step was to
divide the sum of these standard deviations

by 1.4246 (the ratio found to exlst under norm
conditions) to determine what would probably
have been the standard deviation for the
distribution of total average scores. It was
necessary in a study dealing with age-grade data
to define the normal age for each grade. It
wag also peritinent to this study to deternmine
for comparative purposes the fractional part
of a grade made by the students of each of the
schools in one chronological year, Another
important factor used in thls study was found
by determining the ratio between the number

of chlldren in average dally attendance and
the number of scholastlics on the census roll.
All these dats were complled and the actual
study of thelir relationshlp to each other was
begun.

Limltatlons

The fact that test norms should not be used as
an absolute basls for classifying pupils has
been recogniged for many years. Yelt many
administrators of tests gtlll persist in

using the scores made on standardlzed tests
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as the sele basls for classifying and

promoting students, wilthout seeming to

realize the value of many elements not

meagured by tests or the influence of still

other factors not operating in the same

nanner ag they were operating in the original

Eroup.

Mindings

1.

2o

Attendsnce and progress factors affect
test norms to the extent that they should
be considered in norming tests. Norms
established in groups Iin which these
factors are not controlled are of doubt-
ful value in judging the efficlency of
school syshems. Achlevement tests should
be accompanied by variable test norms that
take Into consideratlon the influence of
these and other factors on test norms.

A high attendance factor tends to be
accompanied by a high coefficient of
variation and a low mean score on an
achlevement test. This is an indication
that a school system in which the

oppesite of these conditiong exist has

only the most capable and the most



desirable element of its school population
in attendance. The latter conditions
should not be encouraged by judging thils
type of school more efficient on the

basgls of its scope on an achievement test.
The school systems with the low regression
coefficlents, whlch are indicatlive of slow
progress through the grades, tend to make
higher mean scores on an achievement test
than do schools with low amounts of
retardation, It seems evident that the
efficlency of these schools should be
Judged on the basls of variable norms.

The gchool systems with the high attendance
factors have comparatively low amounts of
retardation. This seems to indicate that
these schools are not only interested in
having children attend school but are

also encouraging them to stay in school for
a longer perilod of time by refusing to
dlscourage them through retardation. Even
in these schools, however, the percentages
of overageness are much too high. An
attempt to reduce the amount of retardation

ghould be mads.

5. Insofar as the data of this study may be
considered typleal, most schools have a
much lower percentege of scholasties in
average dally attendance than a systenm
based on the idea of universal education
should allow. A greater effort should
be made to strengthen and enforce the

compulsory attendance law.

CUDE, DON

EVALUATING TIE RESULTS OBTAINED BY PROMOTING OVERAGE

STUDENTS IN THE ELEMENTARY GRADES (AUGUST, 1939)

A. Problem
The maln problem in this study was to observe
the effects obtalned from placing students
in the grades in whilch they should be located
accordling to their chronological age, dis-
regarding scholastic achlievements.

B, Method of Proscedure
A study was made of the first five grades of the
lMarble Palls Elementary School. This survey
revealed that thirty~Lfour students were nore
than one year above normsl age for their
respective grades. Students were promoted

to the next higher grade without any explanation
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to their parents or to the students. The
progress of these students was noted over

a period of two years. No special attention
or different work was given the overage
students, and they had exactly the same
treatment as those children who were
promoted regularly.

Limitations

This study is limited to bthirgy-four overage
students in the Marble [Falls Elementary School
who were promoted to the next higher grade
and studled for two years.

Findings

The students who skipped a grade at the
beginning of this study were passed or
retained at the end of the filrst year to
observe 1f the pupils of this type would
gein very much by remaining in the same grade
for a second time. After observing the low
intelligence guotient of the group, it was
not surprising to learn that the pupils did
not aghieve very much from their textbooks.
Only eighteen of the students remained in
school for the two-year perlod. The
familles of seven children moved, eight

students withdrew but remained in the school



district, and one student dled. Out of the
entire group, the author eshimated that only
four came from famllies of average economie
digpositlion. After completing this study

the author was fully convinced that the
overage students learned more in the higher
grade level than they would have in the lower
grads'level. Discipline was improved in
these grades and there were fewer discipline
problern cases. The outside activitles were
improved., The soclal aspect of the homeroom,
classes, and other activities were improved.
The author and tsachers of these children
gaw so much Iimprovement In the attitude,
diseipline, and social environment by this
study that students are now promoted annually
‘at thils school. If the pupll fails to make
sufficlient marks for promotion, his age is
immediately consldered, and 1f he 1s more
than one year overage, he is advanced accord-
Ing to his age, and this promotion is so

stipulated on hils permanent record sheet.

CURRIN, VIRGIL D.
AN EVALUATION OF RURAL AID IX SEVEN INDEPENDENT SCHOOL
DISTRICTS IN SUPERVISORY DISTRICT 18 (AUGUST, 1941)
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Problem

The purpose of this study was to attempt to
determine the need of assistance of certaln
school distrlcts in Southwest Texas and to
evaluate the results of such asslstance. This
study also showed the effect of salary aild
upon the high school curriculum, high school
and elementary teachers' salaries, the number
of high school and elementary teachers employed
in the dlstricts, and upon the enrollment of
the schools., It also eveluated the transportation
ald to the distrlets and showed the effect

this ald had upon the number of children
transported.

Method of Procedure

Through research a brief hilstory of rural ald
was presented, The author then gave the names,
dates, and types of distriets included in the
study and all pertinent data regarding these
districts. The following districts were in-
eluded in this study:

Limitatlions

Thls thesis was limlted to an evaluation of
Rural Ald in the seven independent school
districts previously listed.

Findings

Tn 1941 when thls thesils was completed, Equalization
A1d had increased by approximately 1,600 per cent
gince 1ts inception in 1915, The purpose for
which ald 18 granted had been broadenecd %o include
asslstance to school districts in which are
located towns up to 3,600 inhabitants. Many

very small schools had been encouraged to con-
golidate thus increasing the slze of many
adminlstrative units. The schools which were
included in this study, with some exceptions,
showed @ declded need for ald., 8ince 1937

the schools had been recelving an increased
amount of salary and transportation ald. Im-
provement In salarlies for teachers was indicated
In a majority of the schools, and inereases were
shown in the number of teacheras, percenbtage of
attendance, high school subjects, and in high

school enrollment.



DAVIDSCN, WRANCES

A SURVEY OF T1E MAJOR CAUSE, CORRECTIONS, AND RESULTS

OF JUVENILE DELINQUENCY OF BOYS FROM EIGHT THROUGH

SEVENTEEN YEARS OF AGE IN BEXAR COUNTY, STATE OF

TEXAS, FROM JUNE, 1941 THROUGH JUNE, 1943

Lo

Problen

The problem of this study was to survey the

ma jor causes, corrections, and results of boys
from the age of elght through seventeen over

a period of two years, from June, 1941 through
June, 1943, The primary aims were to determine
why the home anviﬁonment and the economic
status of the famlly are the ma jor causes and
to detormine the most eflfective means of copilng
with these causes and suggesting corrective
measures Lo prevent the tremendous increase of
delinquents.

Method of Progedure

The data for thils study were collected from the

Bexar County Probatlon Courts, BRexar County

Home for Boys, Offlce of the Elementary Division,

Asglstant Superintendent of Public Schools, San
Antonlo, Texas, llbrary research, magazines and
periodicals.
Limitatlons

L7

(AUGUST, 1943)
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The surﬁey was limited to the delinquency of
boys from elght to seventeen. The time of
this survey was limited to a period of two
years. The astudy was also limited to the
ma jor cauges of the home environment and
the economic status of the famlly belng two
factors directly assoclated with delinquency.
D. Findings
Delinquents are handled by welfare agents
rather than through courts whenever possible.
Yet the child has the protection of the court
when this 1s needed, as in cases such as
custody suits, etc. The author finds that
85% of the delinguents who are placed on
probation instead of in a reform school change
thelr ways and become useful citizens. The
guthor stated that with correct supervision,
proper guldance, and a deep understanding of
the adolescent delinquent, it can be safely
agsumed from the evidence presented In this
study that juvenile delinquency could be

materially decreasgsed In all communitles.

DOYLE, C. E.
A STUDY OF THE CHANGING STATUS OF THE COUNTY
SUPERINTENDENT IN TEXAS (AUGUST, 1940)
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Problem

The purpose of this study was to make a survey of
the status of the county superintendent of Texas
over g perlod of years in order to detefmine his
present status and to point out any significant
trends to be found in his duties, qualifications,
salary, and accomplishments.

Method of Procedure

The followlng data were collected and evaluated:

Limitations
This study was limlted to the avallable data for

Findings
1. There has been a steady inereasse in the number

of countles Iin Texas providing for elscted
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county superintendents.

The term of office of the county superintendent
had recently been changed from two years to
four years.

The duties of the county superintendent were
numerous and were largely clinlcal In nature,
while the powers were few and difficult to
interpret, thereby making them difficult to
administer.

On the average, the county superintendent
had from two to three times aé many teachers
and scholastlics under his supervision as do
the superintendents of Independent school
districts.

The percentage of lnexperienced teachers
under the supervislon of the county super-
intendent had dropped from 16,9 per cent in
1930 to 11.1 per cent in 1938, therecby
allevliating slightly his potentlal super-
vlsory load.

Through conscolidations and the inorease in
number of contract schools, the total
number of teachers under the supervision

of the county superintendent had decreased

from 17,066 in 1930 to 16,186 in 1938.
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In polnt of size of the schools with relation
to the number of teachers employed therein,
the schools under the supervigion of the
county superintendent had materially improved.
The most noticeable decrsase, sixteen per cent
from 1931 through 1938, in the number of
schools was recorded in the one- «nd two-
teacher systems.

The only two types of schools under the
supervision of the county superintendent
which showed an increase were the nine-teacher
and the ten-or-more-teacher systems. The
nine-teacher schoolg Increased from twenty-
three to forty-two or 82.6 per cent in 1938
over 1931, and the ten-or-more-teacher

schools inereased from fifty-seven to 1l.3,

or 150.9 per cent over the same period.
Twenty-elght countles of the 25l had

provided supervisors for their white schools,
while thirty had provided supervisors for
their colored schoolg,

The number of Standard Schocls under the
supervision of the county superintendent had

grown from fifty-three in 1927 to 1,583 in
1939.
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Only seven counties had attained the
record of having every elementary school
standardized and every high school
accredited.

A definite improvement in the class of
certificates held by county superintendents
over the perlods studled ls indicated by
the fact that whereas only sixty~six, or
10.7 per cent of the number, in 1930

held certificates based on college credit,
12 or 82.6 per cent, held such certifi-
cates in 19308,

A decrease ol the percentage of county
superintendents having no college credit
was shown. In 1G30 the percentage having
no'college training was 3.9; 1in 193l, 2.5;
and in 1938, only 1.7.

An inerease in the percentage of county
superintendents having college degrees
was Found.

There was an inerease in Master's Degrees
among counbty superintendents.

The total teachling years mecdlan of county
superintendents was consistently above 13

years, varying tc such an extent that no
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trend was discernible.

A deplorable situation was shown by the fact
that there were many counties indiscriminately
electing county superintendents without any
previous teachlng or administrative experlence.
The actual number varied from seven in 1930,
to nineteen in 193ly, and to nins in 1938.
There was & definite trend in the decrease in
percentage of women as county superintendents.
In spite of the fact that the term of office
of the county superintendent had been changed
to four years, the average tenure for this
official over the perlods studled amounted to
only li.lp years.

The increase in average tenure over the
periods studied for ccunty superintendents
was much lower than that of superintendents
of independent achool districts, beling 2.2
years for independent school district
superintendents and only three-tenths of

one year for county superintendents.

The percentage in replacements of county
superintendents was more than twice that of
independent school district superintendents.
The trend in replacements for county .

superintendents seemed to be on the incline.



2y, The average annual salary of the county
superintendent had decreased from 32,1137
in 1930 %o 52,367 in 1938,

25. The median salary of the county superintendent
in Texas was much lower than that of the
county superintendents for all the states.

26. Approximately eight Texas counties had
provided by special legislation for an
inerease in the amount of money allowed
thelr county superintendents from $300 to

$600 for various expenses.

THE AUDITORIUM AS AN INTEGRAL PART OF THE PROGRAM OF

THE ELEMENTARY SCHOOL (AUGUST, 1940)

Problem

A shﬁdy of the audlitorium asctivities whiech serve
as an integral part of the program of the
elementary school was the problem in this study.

the school, DRecause of the many beneflts which
the auditorium programs contribute to the
gscheool, and because of its close relationship
tc all phases of school work, i1t should form

an Iintegral part of every elementary school

program,

SCOTT

A STUDY IN THE EVOLUTION OF THE RURAL HIGH SCHOOL

CURRICULUM IN TEXAS (AUGUST, 1939)

A,

Problem

A comparison of the courses of study offered Iin
one hundred rural affiliated high schools in
Texas was made with reference to additional

sub Jects desired, the subjects that were
becoming obsolescent, and subjects that were

in need of reorganization.

Method of Procedure
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Courses of study offered in one hundred rural
affiliated high achools in Texas were studled
and compared.

Limitations

This study was limited in that not all rural high
schools in Texus were included, and to the extent
that it was inpossible to ascertalin to what
extent a course was in need of reorganizastion.
Pindings

Where the number of students 1las suffleclent, five
curricula should be offered as follows: (1)
College preparatory; (2) General Culture; (3)
Home Economles and Manual Arts; (L) Voeatlonal
Agriculture; and (5) Commercial. In places
where enrollment and finance prohlibit the
suggested curricula, the rural school needs
about the same subjects as provided for the
clty school, with certain modifications in
emphasis and treatment. Foreign languages and
Hathematlics other than Arithmetic or a fusion
course Iin General Mathematics should be omitted
entirely. Engllish, Socilal Science, and Natural
Sclences should constitute the major part of

the curriculum with Vecational Agriculture and



Home Economles offered whersver the financisl

condition would permlt.

FRESHOUR, JACK

THZ VISITING TDACHER AS AN AID IN THE GUIDANCE

FROGRAM (AUGUST, 1948)

A

Problem

The problem of this study was to show how the

visiting tesacher may aid in the guldance program

by obtaining and recording information through
visits to the homes of the children who
participate in the guldance program.

Method of Procedure

1. Reasons for teacher visitatlon were clearly
ghowr.

2. OCheck lists of items to be observed when
making a visit were made avallable.

C. Limitations
This thesls is limited to a study of the teacher
who 1s working in a guidance program as a visiting
teacher.

D. Findings
A thorough knowledge of the needs of each child,
an insplration to assist In supplying theze
needs, and a willingness to work at the Job can
and will make & program of home visiting by a
teacher worthwhile and profitable. Teachers
must have special training in this field also,
and the superintendent and other sdministrative
officers must assume the Iinstructional and
directlonal phase of the program, When forty
states, at that time, had recognized the need
for vigiting teacher service and acted in some
way to provide that service, 1t was concluded
that guidance of the children of the nation is

a problem of yital concern.

GALBREATH, MOODY IIICKY
A STUDY OF THE POLICIES AND PERSONNEL OF TilE RURAL
SCHOOL BOARDS CF TEXAS (AUGUST, 19Q3)
A. Problem

The purpose or problem in this study was %o
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present as many facts as possible concerning
the members of the school boards in the rural
districts and to eall attention to the strong
and weak points found.

Method of Procedure

A careful inspection was made of all theses

recorded in the Bibliography of Lducation

Research for the years 1930 through 1940 under

the subject of "Boards of Educatlon.,” Planned
personal interviews were made with school

board members, bteachers, principals, district
superintendents, laymen, and county superintendents,
wherein policies and practices of school board
members were dlscussed. A questionnalre was
distributed among school board members through-
out the state. Many periodicals, monographs,
and books that in any way seemed to relate to
the subject were read. A careful check of the
sghool laws of Texas was made for any reference
t0 the rural schools of the state,

Limitatlons

This study is limited to the practlces and
policies of rural school boards and school
board members.,

Findings



FTrom this study the author concluded that school
beard members are fairly representative of the
community in which they live. They form one of
the most Important bodles of government in the
country today, for they direct the policies and
operation of the schools of the nation. The

ma jority of school board members are well-meaning
citlzens who really have the Interest of their
schools at heart. The few who use the position
of school board member for selfish reasons cause
much undeserved criticlsm of well-meaning members

who are always willing to sacrifice time and

energy to see that their schocls get a falr deal.

GASS, GRACE FREEMAN

THE ORGANIZATION AND DEVELOPMENT OF A SAFETY PATROL

FOR THE ELEMENTARY GRADES (AUGUST, 1939)

The problem of this thesls was to show how a

AN ADMINISTRATIVE SURVEY OF THE SCHOOLS OFF BURNET

COUNTY (AUGUST, 1939)

A. Problem
This study was to show the conditions then
exlsting in Burnet County and to outline plans

contained 1105 activitiles.
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Limitations

Not all the activities included in the check-
1ist were presented as desirable actlvitles and
no distinction was made in thls respect when
the activities were selected. Nor was the liast
presented as being a complete 1llst of the activities
participated in by elementary prilnclpals for the
improvement of instrﬁc&tian. Many questlionable
activities were omitted due to the necesslity of
brevity in order to insure a maximum number of
rebturned lists.

Findings

This study found that in 19l41 the average
elementary principal was a man in hils late
twentles who was working toward a higher degree
and had then only a few credits in elementary
education. He had an average of a little over
seven years' experlence as a teacher and
prineipal, and & tenure of a little above
three years. The average elementary principal
had a school employing elght teachers and
having approximetely three hundred students.
He wag expected to teach four hours a day and
attend to all hls own office and ecleriocal
work, In spite of this heavy load, he still
took time to be sympathetic and understanding

toward the teachers working under him.
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HAYNES, MARY SUE
TREND IN SCHOOL REPORTS TO PARENTS DURING THE DECADE
1927-37 (JUNE, 1938)
A. Problem
This study desoribed the substitutes used during
the period 1927 to 1937 for the old traditional
report card and to express the opinions of
administrators, puplls, and parents concerning
the o0ld and the new types of reporting pupil-
progress.
B. Method of Procedure

used in thelr filelds,

This study was limited to trends in school
reports to parents durlng the years 1927 to 1337.
D, Findings
1. The more progressive schools were incorporating
into their reporting procedures a more
Intelligible medium of expression.,
2, It was becoming generally recognized that our
traditional marking system, based on

competition among children of widely varying
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degrees of maturity, endurance, health, and
natural ability, contributes no positive
values to the pupil, the parent, or scclety.
Some teachers held that the old style
traditional card was highly successful;
others belleved that a changed system of
commmicsation was necessary.

The parents were stlll intelligently con-
cerned about their chlldren and wanted some
tangible evidence of the nature and degree
of thelr success in school.

The child, tescher, and the home were com-
plicating factors in the solution of the
problem,

Progressive educators would eliminate marks,
honor rolla, fallures, contesta, and other
forms of rivalry and compatition.
Progregsive educators said that a chlld
should not work through fear or through the
hope of obtaining some artificlal reward,
but should work because he wants to learn.
The human factors involved in the problem
of teachers' marks were the same whatever
the plan of marking. The child was the
objeoct, hls parents and his teachers the
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agents, and the report card the instrument
that might conceivably bring these agents

The data on the common schools for this survey
were obtalned from the ledgers of the county
superintendent, and from his annual report to
the State Superintendent of Schools.

In this survey 1t was found that the monthly
instructional staff costs per pupil in the
common school districts was $1.65 higher than

the instructlonal staff costs in the independent

afflliated schools, using average dally
attendance figures. In the computations con-

cerning pupil-teacher load it was rfound that
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for eagh teacher in the non~affiliated school
districts there were sixteen puplls, and for
each teacher in the affiliated schools there
were thirty-four pupils. The salary of the
non-affiliated school teamchers was found to ve
$308.29 less than the teachers Iin the
affiliated schools, Concerning the academic
and professional training of the teachers, 1t
was found that 89 per cent of the affiliated
school teachers had at least one degree, while
only 16.9 per cent of the unaffiliated school

Limitations

Statistlies for the school year 1939-40 were

used, and only the status of white teashers

was discussed. Only classroom teachers of the
independent school distriets of Texas were
taken into consideration, and only white
scholastles were considered in the study.

Findings

1. The rate of the teachers pay did have
relation to the size and, or, wealth of
the school in which he serves.

2, Teachers working in approximately the same
slze school aystems who received higher
salaries dld not necessarily have a higher
average in years of college training than
those teachers who received less pay.
However, when the schools were considered
by groups according to size, there was

not only a corresponding rise in salary
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and the size of the school system, but
thers was a very positive correlation
between galaries and all the other
faotors studied.

Although there wers probably other reasons,
college training was the only factor
studied that suggested a reason for
elementary teachers receiving less pay
than high school teachers., The ex-
perience and the tenure of elementary
teachers was above the experience and
the tenure of high school teachers, but
the college training of high school
teachers was approximately one-half
year more than the college training of

elementary teachers.

However, some of the data in the present study
and a summary of other recent studies seem to
indicate that the trend ls from the traditional
standards of minimum essentials for promotion
toward regular progress from grade to grade
with little or no non-promotion.

TRENDS IN EDUCATIONAL EQUALIZATION IN TEXAS

(AUGUST, 1948)

A. Problen
It was the purpose of this study to trace the
development of legislation pertaining to
educatlional egualization in Texas since its
introduction, and to discover trends in
such leglslatlon relative to appropriations
for egqualizatlon purposes, speclific require-
ments for equalizatlon grants, and educational
practices and projects subsidlzed through such
grants.

This study was limited to trends in Educational

Equalization in Texas from 1915 to 1947.

D. Findings



It has been clearly seen that the expenditures
for equalization in Texas have inoreased by
leaps and bounds since 1915. The appropriation
for the blemnium 1915-1917 was one million
dollers, whlle the approprliation for the
biennium 1947-1949 was thirty-six million
dollars. Sinece a gresater portion of the funds
spent for public education in Texes ls derived
from local tax sourcses, 1t would be difficult
to attalin complete sducational esqualization
even if all funds distributed by the State

were done 80 on & baslis of need.

From this study it iz seen that the number
of teachers and administrators with college
degrees increased by 59.1 per cent from
the school year 1932-33 to the achool

This study shows that 82 per cent of the
teaching persomnel in the common school
digtriots had more than five years of
teaching experlence.

The tenure record of teaching personnel
of the common school districts in the
county was found t¢ be very good. About
one out of five teachers had a tenure
record of flve years or more, and more
than 70 per cent of the teachers in the
sehools had a tenure of more than two
years,

Average annual sslaries for the teaching
personnel for the state as a whole was
found to be ;5.8 per cent or $77) lower
than the average annual salarlies for the
teaching personnel of the common school

districts of Jefferson County.
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8. Adequate bullding fasilitles had been
provided for the proper growth and
development of the amchools,

9. Provision had been made during the decade
for nesded materials and equipment for
progressive teaching in the schools.

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A chapter was devoted to a survey of con-
temporary discussions of the problems which
confront the teacher who undertakes a
program of corrective reading. The second
chapter dealt with a specific program of
corrective reading as it was carried on in
the Highland Park School of San Antonio,
Texas.

This work was limited to the problems which

confront a teacher of the second grade.

Second, it was further limited to the

application of corrective meaasurses and

testing to a group of eight children in the
second grade of the Highland Park School in

The problem of this study was to find what
had been the sxperience of Texas publle
schools relative to fire insurance, and if
possible, to determine some means whereby
economles might be effected.

Method of Procedure

A survey was made of avallable data relative
to this problem. Records in the Division

of Informatlion and Statistles of the State
Department of Education were studied, reporis
of the Fire Insurance Divislon of the Texas
State Insurance Commission were studied, and

personal conferences were also held with
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members of the Rating Department of the

same Commlsslorns The author also studied

the flre insurance laws of Texas and the

Texas Constitution for provisions relative

to fire lnsurance practices in Texas generally.

Limltations

The insuring of public school properties with

matual companies is not conaldered except as

to legallby and the economies 1t might effect.

The pericd of time over which actual expendi-

and flreproof construction,.

12. 1In cases where co-insuranse is not
available, insure from fifty to eighty
per cent of the wvalue of the buillding
under three or five year term policles.

The problem of this paper was to bring together
investigations that have been made by people
interested in this problem of fallures in our
public schools of America.

Research work was done on the causes and
effects of the fallures 1n the public schools
and a study of investlgations that have been

Limitations

This thesls was limited to a study of the
failures in the publie schools of America.
Findings

Among the various causes of fallure, the one
listed most along the entire scale of learning
is "lack of mental ability." If this be the
cagse, 1s 1t fitting to brand the pupils as
failures becsause they are not capable of
reaching the artificisl standards set up

for them? Requiring them to repeat the

work will not increase thelr mental ability.
What they need is a school so organized as
to provide Individual goals set within their
capacity of learming, It is recognized that
it would be impossible for all of -the schools
suddenly to change from their present
promotional plans to the extreme order of
100 per cent promotion. But, conditions can
be greatly improved through systematic study
of the problem, followed by intelligent

procedures.

WHITE, THOMAS FRANKLIN
EVALUATION AND CONSTRUCTION OF A PUPIL REPORT CARD
(AuGUST, 1940)
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A+ Problem
The problem in this study was to develop a
report card that would be used under the
conditions exlsting in Texas in 1940.

B. Method of Procedure
Data upon which to base the new report card
were c¢ollected from books, periodicals,
schools, and school men. A questionnaire
was sent to sbout two hundred and fifteen
schools. Report cards were collected from
the same schools, Reports of experiments
with report cards as recorded in msgazines
were carefully analymed. The oplnions of
school men and women as they appeared in
books and magezines were studled.

C. Limitatlons
A rather broad survey of customs end
theorles of pupil reports was undertaken,
but these studies were intended to be only
deep enough to give a basls for the
formmlation of a report card to be used
under the conditions in the schools of
Texas in 1940.

D. Pilndings
The card which was suggested In this study
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for use under the conditions found to exist

in many Texas schools at that time had the

followlng advantages:

TRENDS IN BONDED INDEBTEDNESS OF GROUP V SCHOOLS
(JUNE, 1939)

Problem

In this study the author sttempted te find
the experisences of Texas publle schools
pertaining to bonded indebtedness.

Method of Procedure

In this study there was filrst made a general
survey of the conditions of bonded lndebted-
ness for the United States in order that the
bond situation for the State of Texas might
be compared with that of other states. The
next step in this sbudy was to trace the
trend of indebtedness of Group V schools
through the ten-year period from 1928-1938,
with an attempt to show the causes for evident
changes.

Limitations

This study was limited to data secured from
a group of eighty-four schools in Texas as
elagsified by the Texas State Department of

Education as Group V.,
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Bindings

The general trend of indebtedness for Group V
schools of Texsas was very much the same as
the trends for the entire United States.
Bonded indebtedness for thls group of schools
had increased 15,1l per gent during the
decade studied, The cause for the increase
was inereased enrollment, the physieal edu-
cation program requiring bullding facilities,
and the newer type of builldings reguired to
meet the newer teaching methods.

During this decade seventy~two districts
increased the value of school property and
fifty-two districts has a greater indebted-
ness at the end of the decade than at the
beginning. For the entire group, the value
of property at the beginning of the decade
was slightly more than thirty-one per cent
greater than the indebtedness, and at the
¢logse of the decade, the property value

was slightly more than fifty per cent
greater than the indebtedness, It was

found that there was not a very close
correlation between the wvalue of school
property and the bonded lndebtedness of the
district.
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The cost of bonded indebtedness was measured
by determining other educational nesds that
might have been precluded by this sost. It
was found that Interest payments would have
paid the educational sosts of 8,802 pupils

in 1928, which was the minimum number, and
12,315 pupils in 1934, which was the maximum
number during the decads,

By the rating scale used, 1t was found that a
ma jority of the districts were able to finance
adéitional capital outlay and also meet their
obligations. It was further noted that

those districts best able to fingnce addlitlonal

capital outlay were alsc in less need of 1it,

It has been found in the study that the theses
written cover a broad field of problems. The most
common among these problems are finance, grading and
promotlion practices, currlculum, and guldance. It
was found by the writer that especlally in the field
of grading and promotlion practices many teachers feel
that present practices are unfalr and should he more
individualized. Ih_was felt by most writers in this
field that too much emphasis is placed on "A"™ and "B"
grades, while the child's progress ls the lmportant
thing. Many of the authors were agreed that they did
not belleve in failing children.



In the field of currieulum it was stated by many
authors that schools should be consolidated to insure
larger administrative units and a better curriculum,
As we know, thls very thing which these authors
foresaw is now taking place in many instances.,

In the comparatively new field of guidance, it
was felt that this 1s one of the most important phasses

of teaching and should be emphasized more and more.

Conclusions and Recommendations

An observation made by the writer in the abstract-
"ing of these theses was the lack of definite statements
in many of the theses as to the problem, procedurs,

and limitations of the study. Most of the theses
contained conclusions which briefly stated the flndings.

This type of research has been especially beneficial
to the wrlter, because in studying each of these theses
and writing these abstracts he has expanded conaiderably
his over-all view of the fileld of administration,

It is recommended that future writers of masters
theses be apecific in stating their problems, procedures,
limitations, and aoncluszons. This will aid students
engaged 1n research a great deal.

Tt is also recommended that this type of thesis be

continued every five years and extended to other fields.
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This should help people engaged in research in deter-
mining whether Iinformeation they seek can be found in
these theses. It will also benefit graduste students
whe are searching for a subject for a thesgls to

determine where there 1ls a need for further resesarch.
